Capturing Video with Movie Maker

1. Connect your digital video recorder to your computer with your firewire cable. Be sure to turn your camera on. Camera should be in playback mode. (Not record mode)

2.  Open up Movie Maker software

Under Movie Tasks – Capture Video, click on Capture from Video Device
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At the screen below, enter a name and note where you are saving your video. Then click next.
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At the screen below I normally choose Best Quality for Playback on My Computer, then click on Next. 
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In the screen below, capture automatically if you want to capture the entire contents of the tape. Capture manually if you want to select parts to capture. I usually like to preview during capture. Click Next.
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With manual capture, you will see the window below. Rewind the camera to where you want to start taping, hit play on the camera and Start Capture on the Window.

If you choose to create clips when wizard finishes, it will create a number of 1 minute clips. If you do not choose to create clips, it will create one large clip. 

This step takes a long time. You have to capture in real time, then the software must convert the video to use in movie maker.  When you are finished capturing video, click Finish.
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
