Downloading Pictures
Use a card reader. Be sure your card reader can read the kind of card you have. You can buy multi-card card readers. Connect to your computer via USB and your Windows XP computer will pick up the drive.

Problem: You are connected to a network at school and your card reader is not showing up in windows explorer.

Solution: You may have run out of drive letters. Your card reader wants to use E as a drive letter. If that is taken, it might not be able to find a free drive letter. Download and run fixmykey. After it runs, the program will inform you of the new designation of your drive letters.

Editing Pictures

Use any photo editing software including Photoshop, Photoshop Elements, Microsoft Picture Editor, Photofiltre or a number of others. Below are hints for Photofiltre which is a free download.
· Rotating – Under the Image pulldown menu
· Cropping – Select an area, then click Image – Crop
· Resizing – Select Image – Image size
· Adjusting – Go go Adjust, then change colors

· Filters – Red Eye – 

· Zoom in.

· Select the red eye with the circular select tool.  Selection – Set Shape – Ellipse
· Change to Greyscale – Filter – Color – Greyscale
· Batch Processing – changing a number of pictures in the same way at the same time. For example, resizing a number of pictures at the same time. 

· Put all the pictures you want to change into a separate folder.

· Go to Tools – Automate/Batch. Be sure to select a Source folder as well as an Output folder.
