Using Audio in the Curriculum

Kindergarten Social Studies – Cluster 1 – Me  Outcome 1.6 Remembrance Day

For remembrance day, have students write their own peace march from a familiar tune like one, two, buckle my shoe. Record the class presenting the tune.

Grade 1 Social Studies – Cluster 1 – I Belong

Interview grandparents or other seniors in the community. Record and edit using Audacity. Create a collection of audio stories about family life long ago.

Collect photos and record audio stories of the history of the community. Invite local historians in. Record their stories and create a collection.

Create a class Remembrance Day poem. Read and record.

Record the class or individuals singing our National Anthem.

Grade 4 Social Studies - Cluster3 and Cluster 5 

Create a radio ad encouraging people to come live in Manitoba or the North. Be sure to include positive features of your region of Canada.

Grade 5 Social Studies – Cluster 1 – First Peoples

Storytelling was important to the First People of North America. Find a story of the origin of First People and record it.  OR The First People of North America have many stories or myths of how the world is the way it is today. For example, how the beaver got its tail. Find a story and record it.

Grade 5 Social Studies – Cluster 2 – Early European Colonization

Imagine you are Hudson, Cartier, Frobisher, Cabot or other explorer who is looking for sailors to go on an adventure with him. Create a radio ad to recruit your crew.

Grade 5 Social Studies – Cluster 3 – Fur Trade

Learn a song the French voyagers may have sung on their long trips to the interior of Canada. Sing and record this song with your group.

Grade 5 Social Studies – Cluster 2 – Early European Colonization

Listen to the Stan Rogers song “NorthWest Passage”. Discuss the lyrics. Could this song be another Canadian National Anthem?

Grade 7 Social Studies – Cluster 2 – Global Quality of Life

Imagine you are living in the future and you want to encourage inhabitants of other planets to come live on earth. Create a radio ad to entice other life to our planet.

Grade 7 Social Studies – Cluster 2 – Global Quality of Life

Find a song that addresses the issue of environmental concerns. Present the music and lyrics to the class and explain what the issue is and why it is important.

Grade 7 Social Studies – Cluster 3 – Ways of Life in Asia, Africa, or Australasia

For the country you are examining, create a radio ad highlighting the tourist attractions of the area.  

Grade 8 Social Studies – Cluster 2 Early Societies of Mesopotamia, Egypt or the Indus Valley

What were some of the needs of people in your society? Create a radio ad for some of the things people would need. (Egyptians needed embalming jars, papyrus, etc.)

Grade 8 Social Studies – Cluster 3 – Ancient Societies of Greece and Rome

Find a story or myth about a Greek or Roman god. Record a retelling of the story. 

ELA

Expository Writing (Informative Writing)

Write then record directions to a task like making Kraft Dinner, a favorite recipe, how paper is made, or other informative piece. Write about a memorable day, memorable person, an important item, a hero, etc. then record your writing. 

Create a radio news story about an event in your school or your community. Record it.

Conduct an interview with a person. Record and edit it.

Persuasive Writing

Write then record a piece where you try to convince the listener to accept your point of view or take a specific action. (buy Tide, vote for me, why girls should/should not be allowed to play on boys teams, we should be allowed to wear hats and chew gum in school, etc.)

Narrative Writing (Literary Writing)

Listen to a recorded story. (fairy tale, radio drama) Write a poem, radio drama or fictional story and record it.

Grade 5 – Weather

Give an example of a severe weather forecast and describe preparations for ensuring personal safety. Record and edit.
