Using Digital Still Cameras for Video

Most digital still cameras create movies in Quicktime format (.mov)  This is great if you want to put your videos directly on to a Mac computer. However, to import your movies into Windows movie maker, you need to convert these to .avi, .mpeg, or other compatible format. 

One program you can use to convert your Quicktime movies to windows compatible formats is Mov to AVI MPEG WMV Converter. Free to try. Cost is $24.91 Canadian. Download at http://www.aone-video.com/mov.htm
